e Protect Others: | will protect others by reporting abuse and not forwarding inappropriate materials or communications. |
will avoid unacceptable materials and conversations.

By default, advertising is turned off for Bloomfield Hills presence in Google Apps for
Education. No personal student information is collected by Google for commercial purposes. This permission form allows the school
to act as an agent for parents in the collection of information within the school context. The school's use of student information is
solely for education purposes. Student information that is “collected” by Google is described as (projects, documents, email, files,
