1. Tithing is in obedience to God’s plan for giving based on Malachi 3:10

e |tis a personal plan — “you bring.”
e |tis a percentage plan — “all the tithe.”

e |tis a practical plan — “everyone can do it.”

e |t suggests a place — “into the storehouse — church.”

e |t suggests a purpose — “that there may be meat in my house.”

e |t suggests a promise — “prove me/try me says the Lord.”

2. Tithing is how all members can support the church financially. 1 Corinthians 16:2
