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SAINTS PHILIP AND JAMES, APOSTLES
Feast Day - May 3

Call Philip the gospel’s “Answer Man.” “Can
anything good come out of Nazareth?” Nathaniel
asked Philip, who had proclaimed Jesus “the one
about whom Moses wrote in the law, and also the
prophets” (John 1:45). Jesus asked Philip, “Where
can we buy enough food for them to eat?” (John
6:5). Greeks brought Philip their request: “We
would like to see Jesus” (John 12:21). Philip’s
answer to each question: bring people to Jesus! At
the Last Supper, finally, Philip had a request of his
own: “Show us the Father!” (John 14:8). Jesus had
three last questions for Philip: “You still don’t know
me? How can you ask that? Don’t you believe?”
And an answer: “l am in the Father and the Father
is in me” (John 14:10). Today’s James is not
John’s brother, Zebedee’s son, but, tradition says,
author of the New Testament Letter of James, who
died praying for his murderers in Jesus’ words:
“Forgive them, for they know not what they do.”
Few historical details for either saint, but lessons
aplenty: Bring every question we have and
everybody we meet to Jesus; be, as James’ letter
challenges, “doers of the word and not hearers
only” (James 1:22).

26. Being only two months away and with
so much uncertainty and complexities ev-
er before us, we feel it prudent to make
this announcement to our parishioners
who would be attending along with the
many who minister to our children at VBS.

Dear Parishioners,

As of the printing of this
bulletin it has been a little over a
month since things changed so
much in our so-called normal
lives. But what is normal?

I gave a framed picture of a
saying to my aunt who use to
complain about difficulties like
we all tend to do. It read, “NO
ONE SAID IT’S GOING TO BE EASY, BUT
THIS IS RIDICULOUS!” She loved that, and I
think it released some honest, negative energy
that hopefully was strangely therapeutic. In the
Sacred Scriptures there are types of literary
forms that are called the “laments”. They are
passionate expressions of grief, sorrow,
mourning, complaining, regrets. Many of the
psalms are prayers of lament. You remember a
few weeks ago, Our Lord crying out
demonstratively, “My God, My God, why have
you abandoned me!” (See Psalm 22).

In the Psalms, The Book of Job, the Book of
Lamentations, and others, people are trusting
that they can pray prayers of deep complaining
to God trusting that God loves us enough to
handle our sorrows, anger, and uncertainties, as
a legitimate sign of faith (TRUST). God allows
the prayer of honesty, pretty or ugly. The
lamentations also turn to expressions of trust and
surrendering to the mystery of God’s love even
when it may be hard to feel that love (check
Book of Lamentations in Old Testament 3:17-
26). Sometimes watch the either/or and how
both/and may be a grace...just like Death AND
Resurrection is saving grace.
