Respect Life News . . . 

The Immaculate Conception (December 8) 
 December 8 we celebrate the patronal solemnity 
of the United States and the greatest of Mary’s 
Advent festivals. On that day we remember Mary’s 
conception in the womb of her mother (and nine 
months later, on September 8, we celebrate Mary’s 
birth). In this liturgy, we affirm our belief that God 
prepared Mary to be the mother of the son of God by 
allowing her a share, from the moment of her 
conception, in the salvation that would be won for all 
by Christ.  
 Five mothers make their presence felt on 
December 8. The first is Eve, the mother of all the 
living. The second is Mary’s mother, who conceived, 
brought to birth, and nurtured an “immaculate” 
daughter who would become the mother of the Word 
made Flesh. The third is Elizabeth, who conceived 
her son John “in her old age.” The fourth, of course, is 
Mary herself. Finally, the letter to the Ephesians and 
the texts of the Mass for this feast remind us that the 
Church has been “chosen” to be a spiritual mother. 
We pray: “The image of the Virgin is found in your 
Church . . . Trace in our actions the lines of her love, 
in our hearts her readiness of faith.” 
 In this Advent time, we are called, as Mary was, to 
make room for Christ in our hearts. What will it take, 
what will be the cost for us to become, as Mary 
became, real “bearers of the Word?” Let us be open 
to the intercession of Mary on our behalf, that we may 
become more and more like her beloved Son.

Worldwide Women’s Rosary Announced for Thursday, December 8th 
An initiative to hold a public women’s rosary that originated in Colombia has taken off 
worldwide with interested women connecting through Instagram. With the purpose of 
honoring the Blessed Virgin Mary on the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, the 
Worldwide Women’s Rosary will be held for the first time on Dec. 8. This initiative 
aims to publicly unite women in defense of churches (often vandalized by abortion 
advocates in Latin America), life, motherhood, the family, and to proudly say to the 
whole world “we are daughters of the Blessed Virgin Mary and we want to follow her 
example,” the organizers said. Another aim of this rosary effort is to express the search for peace that only 
God can give and the firm conviction that every human person is equal in dignity.  
Women from more than 25 countries have already confirmed their participation, including women from Ar-
gentina, Australia, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Spain, the 
United States, the United Arab Emirates, Guatemala, Honduras, Italy, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Para-
guay, Peru, Puerto Rico, the Dominican Republic, Uganda, Uruguay and Venezuela.  
“It was the Virgin (Mary) who wanted this initiative to spread worldwide,” said Juliana Illario, coordinator of 
the effort in Argentina. “We’re happy because we lay people are responsible for cooperating with the truth of 
Our Lord, and we have to comply with the utmost diligence with everything that Our Mother asks of us, espe-
cially praying the holy rosary that gives us so many graces,” she added.
