SUNDAY READINGS

First Reading — After Adam and Eve
eat of the forbidden fruit, the LorD God
puts enmity between the serpent and
the woman (Genesis 3:9-15).

Psalm — With the Lord there is mercy,
and fullness of redemption (Psalm 130).
Second Reading — We have an
eternal dwelling from God, not made
with hands (2 Corinthians 4:13 — 5:1).
Gospel — “"Whoever does the will of
God is my brother and sister and
mother” (Mark 3:20-35).

PROMISES

Today's liturgy is full of promises. The reading from Genesis promises a final triumph over the
power of sin and a return to a new creation. The reading from Second Corinthians promises that all
who follow Christ will have to struggle. It also promises, however, that we can persevere if we but
recognize that Christ is within us, renewing us daily, and giving us the courage and the strength we
need to endure. The Gospel promises that doing God'’s will makes us “family” with Jesus, who forgives
all sin and triumphs over evil.

Today might be a good day for us to make some promises as well. We can promise to stop kidding
ourselves about our own tendencies to selfishness and sin. We can promise ourselves to believe—really
believe—that while we are not sinless, we are forgiven. We can promise ourselves to combat evil and
sin by acting as sisters and brothers not only to the Lord, but to one another as well.

Dear Parishioners,

MBS has a lot of young families
among our 2900 family census. We
have lots of babies, toddlers, and
children in that number. As babies,
toddlers, and young children do in

your homes, there can be crying and acting up that is
managed in different ways depending upon what's
going on in the home. If there are visitors/guests it is
probably dealt with in a certain way, if possible, than if
it was just the immediate family.

Our MBS Church Family is a home to go to on
weekends and other special times. As the hymn states,
“All are welcome, all are welcome, all are welcome in
this place.” Babies, toddlers, and young children are
welcome and usually no miracle happens that enables
babies, toddlers, etc. to stop being who they are -
sleepers, quiet awake, loud awake, criers, acting
uppers.

The larger Church family and the individual families
with the above have to manage the realities. For
example, if a baby is crying (what babies do, no
morality there) we can try to hold some patience and
empathy for a little bit to see if the parents can try a
few things before getting up... Parents, with no need
to be embarrassed, but with empathy for the
congregation, reads the situation and after a few
moments might move to the rear of church (the
movement might help) and/or go into the Vestibule/
Narthex of the church which functions as a type of cry
room.

The weekend Eucharist at MBS is the family mass—
not just your mass, my mass — it's our mass. So some
reasonable patience, maybe resisting “laser looks”, the
Serenity Prayer, the Last Supper and its disturbances,
remembering when your kids were babies/toddlers,
offering up the disappointments might help those
being disturbed. Parents: It's not just your mass: love
of neighbors at mass, empathy before this was your
reality, the Serenity Prayer, no judgment, and offering
up the disappointments... might spur some movement.

Some strategies:

1) Itis good to want to train children to come to
Mass. Babies are babies, etc. Common sense also
brought to that desire.

2) It's good for families to come as family.
However, if circumstances make that difficult and
allow for taking turns at different masses then
maybe a consideration to think about for your
own spirituality.
